In celebration assembly children been presented with drummer of the week.

Year 6 Maths Booster Teacher Intervention Out of 5 pupils 4 made expected or more progress.

	Measure and monitor the progress of interventions: RWI (see data below), precision teaching, pre-teach, speech and language intervention. 
See year 5 pupil x – precision teaching intervention meaning progress is expected.

Parents’ feedback ‘this is really going to help my child’ ‘it would be good for my child to know ways of interacting socially and resolving conflicts’.
