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Plants and Growing
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Communication & Language


Listening to stories, asking and answering questions and anticipating events in the story.

Using everyday language related to money in the role-play shop. 


(Plus continuous work on counting, number recognition, number formation, 1 more and 1 less.) 














Literacy


Reading and discussing different stories. 


Rewriting stories using story language.


Reading and making non- fiction books (plants, life cycles).


Describing flowers – using adjectives.  


Learning actions to retell the The Enormous turnip story. 


(Plus continuous work in Read Write Inc, handwriting, whole class and individual reading and enjoying stories.) 





Personal and Social Development


Discussing Jack’s behaviour – should he have taken the Giants belongings?


Working as a team to build the Giants castle, listening to and considering the ideas of others.  


Creating a sunflower picture as a team.


Discuss the teamwork in The Enormous Turnip.  


(Plus continuous work on awareness of boundaries and expectations in the classrooms, negotiating and solving problems, sharing and taking turns and forming good relationships.)








Physical Development


Handling tools safely when digging and planting.


Discuss vegetables and make a healthy salad.  


Weekly P.E sessions + discussion about the importance of exercise.


(Plus continuous work on handling tools safely, holding a pencil effectively and forming letters correctly, understanding the need for hygiene i.e. hand washing)

Understanding the World


Planting and growing plants and seeds, watching them grow and learning how to look after them. 


Using ipad to take photos of plants. 


Ordering pictures of the sequence of a seeds growth. 


Plant and flower hunt around school and the local area. 


Growing cress – making a cress head, experimenting with cress in the light and dark. 


Discussing special people and special times. (Link to Mother’s Day and Easter) 


(Plus continuous work on similarities and differences between families and friends, special family times, remembering significant events, completing programs on the computer.)
