Over the centuries and in different parts of the world ‘wisdom teeth’ have

been known by many names:

* In Ancient Greece they were sophronisteres, thoughtful teeth.

* Laterin Roman times they were given the name dentes sapientiae,
teeth of wisdom.

* The name wisdom teeth was adopted in Britain in Victorian times.

® In Arabic speaking countries, the teeth are called Ders-al-a’gel, or teeth
of the mind.

* In Spain they are referred to as muela de juicio, or teeth of judgment,
because they grow as young people leave school and become wiser
and have more responsibility.
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
