Communication & Language 


Engaging in role and small world play with other children, to act out a story, introducing story language into the play.

Mathematics


Lots of practical maths and we will start to record and write numbers and number sentences. 


Number bonds to 5 and 10. 


Counting groups of objects and comparing 


Addition – combining 2 groups to find the whole. 


Subtraction 


Beginning to use mathematical names for ‘solid’ 3D shapes and ‘flat’ 2D shapes, and use mathematical terms to describe shapes.


Order items by weight. 





Literacy


Listen to Town mouse and Country mouse story and other Aesop Fables. 


Learn actions to retell the story and role play the story. Sequence the story and draw story maps.  Use sound knowledge to write words and captions about the story.  


Read a range of story and non-fiction books and rhymes.  


 (Plus daily Read Write Inc sessions, handwriting, whole class and individual reading, and writing word and captions.)

Regular circle time and group activities involving talking and listening to others 


Discuss feelings related to stories in literacy. 


Working as a team in small groups in indoor and outdoor activities.  


(Plus continuous work on awareness of boundaries and expectations in the classrooms, negotiating and solving problems, sharing and taking turns, forming good relationships and respecting each other)
